Preparation

Step One: Ready your subject. You can use a "Star Chart", or other
high-resolution black-and-white objects.

Step Two: Attach the lens to the camera and adjust the aperture to T4.

Flange Back Adjustment

Step One: Turn the lens facing to any open direction and rotate the
focus ring to its infinity-direction scale.When using a "Star Chart”,
keep a distance of ten meters or more from it.

Step Two: Use the Torx Té screwdriver to loosen the countersunk
torx screw in the flange-back-adjustment ring counterclockwise.
Rotate the flange-back-adjustment ring until the focusing object in
the infinity direction becomes the sharpest.

Step Three: Tighten the countersunk torx screw clockwise to finish
the adjustment.

Note: The above adjustment is applicable when the flange-back
-adjustment range is +0.2mm. If it exceeds +0.2mm, please contact
DZOFILM dealers or the official After-service.
